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A Brief Introduction

This book is a monographic study on the history and philosophy
of logic which is about the contemporary researches on logical
paradoxes. On the basis of the most recent achievements in this
field, the book systematically describes the development of various
paradoxes and different approaches to their resolution, focusing on
three special kinds of logical paradoxes : set theoretic-syntactic
paradoxes, semantic paradoxes and pragmatic paradoxes. With a
distinctive definition of “logical paradox” as a pragmatic concept and
RZH (Russell-Zermelo-Haack) criterion for paradox rcsolution, a
comprehensive and penetrating comparative study is conducted, and
various levels of the researches on logical paradoxes and their
correlation are clarified, while the mainstream and the developing
trend of the researches in this area are clearly presented. A series of
important issues of the researches made from the philosophical and
methodological perspectives are discussed, and the manifold value of
the researches on logical paradoxes, a domain with multidisciplinary

significance, is well illustrated.
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
