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Conlflicts Between Doctors and Patients: A Strange Phenomenon

For a long time, doctors have been considered ministering angels, who are worthy of apprecia-

tion and admiration. But this situation has now radically changed, which can be tellingly document-
ed by the fact that patients often quarrel with doctors, even kill them on the one hand, and that con-
flicts between them are reportedly on the increase on the other. It is clear that conflicts between pa-
tients and doctors have become a strange but serious social problem.

The reflection on the phenomenon in question can naturally lead us to the following possible
causes. In the first place, it owes a great deal to the malpractice of doctors. Most doctors’ cold atti-
tude toward patients is a big hurt to the latter who are badly in need of sympathy and help. Besides,
some doctors even demand money verbally or non-verbally despite of their conscience and morality.
As a result, the unjust treatment can easily make patients bear grudge against doctors and violence
seems the most satisfying way for them to solve the injustice. In the second place, the conflicts also
result from too high expectation of the medical profession on the part of patients. They blame the
medical failure of some incurable disease on doctors who have done their best in fact. This irrational
thought is bad to patients themselves and unfair to the doctors. Last but not least, the social problem
is also attributable to medical accidents because of doctors’ carelessness. As victims, patients often
charge doctors to defend for their interests, and money can compensate for much of the loss. Howev-
er, the demand for compensation is generally not satisfied. All these factors account for the conflicts
between patients and doctors.

The problem and the possible causes as described above deserve much attention. By saying so
I mean that patients and doctors should respect and understand each other on the one hand and that
authoritative departments should be set up to solve their conflicts on the other. Only in this way will
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this phenomenon disappear in the future. However, it seems to me there is still a long way to go.
