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Notes From The Compiler

l. With the deepening of reform in economic and
financial system , finance is ever—increasingly playing its impor-
tant role and taking up its position in macroeconomic control and
is being more and more closely noted by every social community .
In this connection , we hereby compile ” China Financial Statistics
1952—1987 ” in an effort to service the needs of a comprehensive
and systematic analysis on the historical developments and
changes of China’s financial cause by various social communities .

2. As an informative book containing comprehensive statisti-
cal data on the financial operations of the People’s Republic of
China since 1952, China Financial Statistics consists of 8 chapters
(of which , data before 1979 is published for the first time of its
kind in this volume) , namely : (1) credit operation of state banks ,
covering changes of scope on the nation’s credit funds , changes of
growth in the resources and usage of capital and its composition ;
(2) cash balance of state banks , reflecting the channels by which
cash is supplied and returned , changes of growth on every
receipt and payment and their compositions ; (3) operation statis-
tics of other financial institutions, providing information on
the operations of the rural credit cooperatives , and rapidly ex-
panding situation of the trust and investment institutions and the
urban credit cooperatives in the financial system reform of recent
years ; (4) interest rate , showing the current interest rates of the
People’s Band of China , specialized banks and various types of
securities ; (5) gold and foreign exchange reserves and historical
Balance of Payments situation , changes in the exchange rate be-
tween RMB and US Dollar ; (6) others , on China’s overseas is-
suing bonds in recent years and information on the representative
offices of foreign financial institutions in China and situation
of Sino—foreign joint banks; (7) key macroeconomic indicators
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closely related to finanical undertakings , including production ,
national income ., budgetary balance , inverstment . wages , prices ,
market , foreign trade and etc ; (8) statistical charts which gives
graphic prescription on the changes of trend of the nations’s fi-
nancial operations in different periods and its relationship be-
tween finance and macroeconomy .
