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On the Aesthetic Life

Focusing on the problem of the outlock on life and in the
light of the principle of the coherence between logic and histo-
ry, my book has built a well-organized theoretic system of the
philosophy of life 'in wide ideological scope. There are four
parts altogether:

Part One is the basic theory. Here, the “Sense of Dasein”
and the “Sense of Non-Dasein” —the two key concepts of my
philosophy of life — are initi-ated and after discussing their
definitions, characteristics and generating mechanism, studying
their deep background and basis, I draw the following conclu-
sion—the origin of all outlooks on life is just the two senses as
the binary tension in the human experiences.

Part Twe describes the substituting history of various out-
locks in life according to the relation between the binary ten-
sion. The formation of an outlook on life depends on the re-
vealment or concealment of the “Sense of Dasein” and the
“Sense of Non-Dasein”. Ever generated from the primordial
“Sense of Dasein”, the “Sense of Non-Dasein” only one-sidedly
finds itself and lingers in itself. The expansion of the “Sense of
Non-Dasein” leads to the concealment of the “Sense of Da-
sein”, which is the primal cause and total secret of the forma-

tion of the religious outlook on life. However, the “Sense of
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Dasein” does not like to stay in the shade. It struggles to show
off. Thus, the declination of the religious outlook in life. Got rid
of the covering of the “Sense of Non-Dasein” , the “Sense of
Dasein” affirms and expands itself so much that it in return ig-
nores and forgets the “ Sense of Non-Dasein” . Hence, the
moral outlook on life. Due to the loss of a side of the tension, the
moral outlook on life also inevitably loss its reign. Then, the sci-
entific outlook emerges. That outlook conceals both the “Sense
of Dasein” and the “Sense of Non-Dasein” . History, howev-
er, will not allow such a concealment. The crisis of the scientific
outlook on life ushers the aesthetic outlook on life. For the first
time, the aesthetic outlook reveals both the “Sense of Dasein”
and the “Sense of Non-Dasein” and thus perfects the human
experience. It is an ideal outlook on life.

Part Three discusses the content of the aesthetic outlook on
life. first, it elucidates how the “Marginal Mood” modulates the
binary iension and its steps to realize the asethetic outlook on
life. Second, it points out that the humanistic philosophers’ crit-
icism on the traditional metaphysics(theometaphysics and logos’
metaphysics) is the preliminary work of the aesthetic outlook on
life. Then, it clarifies that the tragic outlook on life is just the
vivid expression of the aesthetic outlook on life and recalls the
history of the former’s birth, development, declination and renas-
sance. Finally, it points out five states of the aesthetic life, that

is, the dreaming state, the drunken state, the wandering state, the
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artistic state and the deep meditating state, whose essence and
characteristics are also explored here.

Part Four looks backward onto the way of the aesthetic
outlook on life proposed by the humanistic philosophers,
who reminisce of the ancient Greek artistic world during
man’s childhood, which allures them to expect the ideal life of
Art. Thus, Art is enhanced to another metaphysics and language
becomes the final shelter. At last, my book estimates the human-
istis philosophers viewpoints in the light of Marxist way of anal-
ysis pointing out that their major demerit is that they abstractly
talk about the problems of the aesthetic life without reterring to
the actual social practice. By exploring the developing process of
the human society, the classic writers of Marxism lay a solid
foundation of social practice for the aesthetic outlook on life, and

thus become its true establishers.
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
