The earliest histories were not written, but oral-songs
and sagas (L H R ) such as the battle and adventure
tales told by the poet Homer in the Iliad and the Odyssey.

The wandering bards who passed these stories from
generation to generation made no attempt to sort out fact
from fiction. For them, the grand legends of gods and su-’
pernatural heroes were as real and important as actual
events. Today we know that many of these ancient sagas,
although exaggerated(% %), do have a real basis in fact.

The story of the Trojan War, told in the Iliad, was
long thought to be pure fiction; however, today we can visit
the ruins of Troy and walk thtough the gateway, guarded
by a ruined tower, through which the Trojan soldiers
marched out to meet the forces of the invading Greeks.
What is more, the man who discovered the ruins of this city
made use of no documents or research materials other than
Homers’s description of its location. :
