PREFACE

The therapy of auricular acupuncture, which was first recorded in the classic medical
work“Linshujing " (Miraculous Pivot) in 400—500B. C and has a long history,is an important
component part in the medicine of acupuncture —moxibustion. In the past four decades .it has
been greatly developed both in clinical and theoretical researches not only in China but also in
many other countries.

In order to meet an urgent need in clinical practice,teaching and research at home and
abroad . Institute of Acupuncture and Moxibustion,China Academy of T.C. M. has edited and
painted this atlas. There are five charts of auricular points in this atlas , including the first
one : the standard nomenclature of auricular points (43)and locations adopted by the WHO
Regional office for the Western pacific in 1987;the second one .the plan of standardization for
auricular points (90)laid down by china zhenjiu (Acupuncture —Moxibustion) Association in
1987, the third one;commonlyused auricular points (119)in china; the fourth one: auricle
anatomical names and the distribution of blood vessels and nerves,and the fifth one; the
names of the points on the auricle and the sketch chart of the zang—fu organ projection. A
mong them.the former three charts are chiefly used in locating acupoints in clinic and the lat-
ter two ones are mainly applied to research and teaching. Morcover,the exact location and in-
dications of each point are discussed in detail in the atlas. Therefore.this atlas is a neccessary
reference bood for the doctor aho uses the therapy of auricular acupuncture.

The outstanding feature of this atlas is that there is a set of auriculotherapy tools ap-
pended, i. e.an auriculotherapy plate (plexiglass 140 > 80 X 4mm, for the treatment on 260
points in one time)3500 medical auriculo — point magnetic balls (permanent —magnet., 2mm in
diameter,for the direct pressing auricular points with medical adhesive plaster.magnetic in-
tensity 130 — 150GS/each) . and 10 ringheaded thumbtack needles (0, 25mm in diameter.,

stainless steel,special for the therapy of auricular acupuncture).
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
