His importance lay in that he developed Wang
Yangming’ s scholarship into a full-fledged academictrend,
ready to replace Zhu Xi’ s scholarship in the middie and late
Ming Dynasty. He was a controversial figure, always engaged in
lecturing and debating throughout his long life. His life story
would shed light on the development of Wang Yangming’ s
scholarship. More importantlv, his enlightenment thoughts en-
dowed him with a prominent position in the history of Chinese
philosophy. The present book attempts a detailed account of his
life story to make up the deficiency of his genealogy to date. On
the basis of a comprehensive analysis of his philosophical sys-
tem, examines some of his new propositions, and explores the
characteristics and historical in fluence of his philosophy. Final-
ly, this book gives a special unit to the exploration of the entry
of Wang Ji’s thoughts into Japan and the Japanese scholarship

on him.
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
