By blending sport with art and esducation, its aim is to
help create a way of life based on the joy found in effort,
the value of good example and respect for universal ethical

principles.

The Olympic Movement, which is the product of this
philosophy, has the goal of contributing to build a more
peaceful and better world by educating young people as well
as the population in general, by means of sport practised
without discrimination ot any kind and in the Clympic spirit
which demands mutual understanding, friendship towards
others, solidarity and fair play. ’

The activity of our Movement reaches its culmination in
the Olymplc Games but it is not limited to that. It 1is
permanent and universal. We are interested in the moral
esfgct of sport and physical exercise on children,
adolescents and adults and in the influence of effort on the
development of character and personallity.

The world is radically changing and sport likewise. As
the one hundredth anniversary of the creation of the modern
Olympic Movemest and the year 2000 approach, sport and
Olympism are enjoying enormous prestige and play an
essential role in the peaceful development of human society
and education. However, the scale and importance of this
prestige and social role create within the Olympic Movement
and sport a certain vulnerability. We, their supporters,
must protect them against this by taking a stance with
regard to the future of this philosophy of life and soclai
phenomenon, and by devoting serifous study to the history of
the Olympic Movement as well as to the consequences of the
development of sport on the threshold ¢f the third millenium
and to the way we should like sport to develop.

This is exactly what Xiaofel Liu's bocok "Five Rings and
the Olympic Fire" does.
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On behalf of the International Olympic Committee, of
which I have the honour to be President, I would like to
congratulate the author of this book, which will diffuse
information on the Olympic Movement in a great country,
China, on her work and convey my best greetings to all {ts
readers.
