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PREFACE

Established in 1922, this National Olympic Committee has
been in existence for 77 years, during which time this Committee
has gone through all the vicissitudes of life in the international
Olympic family. Subjected to various political pressures, it has
changed its name once and again, from its original one, Chinese
Olympic Committee, to the Republic of China Olympic Committee,
until the present name the Chinese Taipei Olympic Committee. We
have always heard that politics should never interfere with sports,
but in the history of the Olympic movement, there has never been a
stop of the facts of politics interfering with sports, which, as a burn-

ing problem, is worthy of our description and discussion.

Prof. Tang Ming-hsin has served off and on in this Committee
for more than 40 years, his position being first as a Section chief,
then Deputy Secretary General, and now Secretary General. He has
assumed such jobs in our national delegations to Asian and Olympic
Games as secretary, trainer, national coach, international referee,
delegate to international conferences, Secretary General, Deputy
Chef de mission, Chef de mission etc.

On October 8,1993, Mr. Juan Antonio Samaranch, President of
the International Olympic Committee, conferred an Olympic Order
on Prof. Tang in recognition of his great contribution to promoting
Olympic education in the country by setting up sessions of the
National Olympic Academy and publishing Olympic books and

articles.



Beside having rich experience in working out Olympic activi-
ties, Prof. Tang has been exerting efforts at collecting and studying
Olympic material. With his own experience and in reference to the
great amount of information he has amassed, he has lately authored
among others, two new books entitled "The Centennial History of
the Olympic Games" and "The History of the Winter Olympic
Games". Now in print is another book of his entitled "The History
of the Chinese Participations in Olympic Games". Consisting of
two volumes, this book is rich in content and with more than 300
valuable photos. It may be said without exaggeration that this is a
great book unprecedented in the history of physical education.
Therefore, before a new millenium arrives, I am glad to introduce
this book to all of you who love Olympics, seeking the true, the good
and the beautiful, and enjoying good health and happiness by being

involved in sporting activities.
