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ABSTRACT

History has shown that government regulation is a partic-
ular resource. It has very important, sometimes decisive in-
fluence on social and economic development. Along with the
development of modern economy, more and more attention
has been given to the regulation. The research on it, howev-
er, has especially important significance to reformation in
China. This book takes transportation as the object of study
and probes the laws and the influence factors of government
regulation in generating, developing and changing.

According to the study on the government regulation in
transportation, the author thinks:

1. The major goals in social development are fairness
and efficiency. The efficiency, generally, is brought
into play by market and fairness by government regu-
lation;

2. Government regulation should be thought as the sup-
plement and expansion of market function. “Rely ma-
inly on competition while making regulation subsid-
iary” is the principle of government regulation;

3. Transport service is quasi — public. It possesses the
dual properties of public goods and private. Trans-
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portation, therefore, shows the dual properties of
public and business;

4. Because of the congestion of quasi — public goods, the
properties of transport service is dynamic. The dual
properties of transportation will not be steady either;

5. When the property of transportation is mainly public,
it is necessary for government to regulate it. When it
is mainly business, transportation could be operated
according to thé market rules and deregulation will be
necessary;

6. The government regulation should show no difference
with the public property. Otherwise it is easy to form
over — regulation or under — regulation. They wiil all
injure the public benefits and waste social resources.

In the book the author introduces the fundamental of

transportation regulation on the basis of theories from other
courses. The fundamental is then expeunded and proved ac-
cording to the research on the transportation abroad and dom-
estic through their histories. At last some suggestions are
submitted for transportation reform. The ideas in the book wili
be helpful for the reform in other trades. The ideas wili also
enrich the theories and methods for economic reform in China.
