Wu Zhaozhao was born in Shanghai
in 1944. He graduated from the Depart
ment of Landscape Architecture, Beijing
Forestry University in 1966, and then
undertook - post-graduate study of oil
painting in the Central College of Fine
Arts for two years. Since his graduation,
he has been engaged in the designing
work of classical gardens and buildings,
and simultaneously carried on research
and teaching work in the theory and art
of garden making.

Over 20 years, he has been in
charge of designing work of more than
100 garden projects. In recent years, he
has won one first-grade prize and one
third-grade prize of the state, three first-
grade and one second-grade prizes of the
Province of Jiangsu. He was sent to the
United States to construct two classical

He was also
in charge of the preparation of “China
Town” to be constructed at Missisauga in
Canada, and the overall planning of
“Jinxiu Yuan” (Garden of Charm and
Beauty) in Paris, France. His design of
the China Garden (Qingyin Yuan) was
selected to take part in the “International
Exposition of Gardens” and the “Interna-
tional Competition of Garden Design” to
be held in Stuttgart, Germany in 1993.
He was selected to attend the Interna-
tional Symposium on Gardening, during
the Exposition. Wu Zhaozhao has pub-
lished over ten treatises on gardening
with distinctive ideas.

Wu Zhaozhao is Associate Professor
of the Department of Architecture and
Chief Engineer of the Garden Division of
the Design Institute, Shenzhen Universi-
ty. He is Senior Consulting Architect of
the China Garden Construction Compa-
ny; Chief Engineer of Yangzhou Classi-
cal Garden Construction Company. Also
he is General Secretary of the Jiangsu So-
ciety of Landscape Architecture.
