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ABSTRACT

Seneca is one of the representatives of the late Stoic philos-
ophy whose ideas are focused on ethics. This paper studies the
dialectical relation between Seneca’s ethical thought and the so-
ciety he lived in in order to understand the logic development of
late Greek philosophy.

Seneca used Stoic philosophy to interpret the life problems
caused by the social changes in the early Roman Empire. First,
he focused his studies on the value of life, regarding philosophy
as an instrument to shape man’s life, behavior and personality .
Secondly, from the Stoic natural life philosophy, he proved his
ideas of a universal and permanent natural life. Thirdly, he
considers a happy life as in harmony with nature, a free tran-
quility of the spirit. He regarded virtue and wisdom as two pre-
suppositions to a happy life. He proposed a virtuous personality
through three stages.

Seneca also emphasized social ethics. He requested a

friendly, trusting and candid human relationship through respect

and being helpful. He argued for kindness and mercy for all hu-
man beings. Virtue presupposes a happy life and becomes the
core of his ethics.

Seneca acted on what he believed. His life is an example
of the virtuous life he proposed and advocated.

Seneca’ s philosophy is historically valuable, providing an
insightful perspective on the relationship between man and na-
ture, ideal and reality. His humanistic understanding of the re-
lations between society and the individual, between nature and
mankind surpassed that of Plato in the Republic. It became a

valuable reference in the Roman Empire.
