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Liao Ping, master in study of Confucian classics

This book, for the first time, has analyzed pro
foundly how Liao Ping’s changing thcories develop
from history to theory and how his theories change
from reality to illusion. The author concludes that
the essence of Liao Ping's studies lies, instead of
that of theory, in that of history.

The book reveals the root of Liao Ping’s ca
price in his theories through further discussions on
the contradiction of Liao’s persistence in the wor
ship of Confucius and his classics, and the fact that
the study of these classics was forced to face its fi
nal stage during Liao’s time. Liao’s materials and
conclusions in the worship of Confucius and his
classics which, though much of his lifetime had
been spent working on, have been mercilessly re
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jected by society. It has, therefore, declared from the negative side
that the certainty of the end in study of Confucian classics is not
to be reversed by any personal efforts,

The book also deals with the academic exchange at full detail
between Liao Ping and Kang Youwei, famous Chinese modern
reformist, and compares the two in their theories as well.
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
