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Editorial Note

I. “China’s Ethnic Statistical Yearbook 2000” is a tome reference book, which gives a full representation
of the statistical data of the economic and social development in the ethnic minority autonomous areas of the
People’ s Republic of China and the basic situation of the national minority ethnic work, particularly the situa-
tion and data of the national work on ethnic minorities and the work in the ethnic minority autonomous areas in
the first half of 2000.

II. A volume of the yearbook is published every year as of 1994. This one published in 2000 is the sev-
enth volume.

III. This volume of the yearbook consists of eight parts, which are entitled Special Subjects, Documents,
Survey, Events, Personages, Theoretical Studies, Statistics and Appendix, respectively.

1. Special Subjects: This part records the several important events in the national work on ethnic minori-
ties in 1999,

2. Documents: This part is divided into two sections, including leaders’ speeches, or the speeches by the
leaders of the State Ethnic Affairs Commission (SEAC) ; and documents, or a collection of the documents and
regulations on ethnic work promulgated in 1999 by the SEAC, other ministries and commissions concerned,
and departments concerned of the local provinces, autonomous regions and municipalities, which are listed in
the four categories of miscellany, economy, culture and education, and local policies and regulations and in or-
der of the time of promulgation.

3. Survey: This part is a collection of the brief accounts of the economic and social developments of the
ethnic minorities and such developments in the ethnic minority areas in the provinces, autonomous regions and
municipalities throughout China, and a collection of the articles on ethnic work written by the state, provin-
cial, autonomous regional and municipal departments of ethnic affairs.

4. Events: This part is divided into 16 columns including commendatary activities for the unity of ethnic
groups. celebrations of anniversaries of the founding of the ethnic minority autonomous areas, conferences on
ethnic work, ethnic policies and regulations, ethnic economy, ethnic education, ethnic science and technology,
ethnic cadres, ethnic culture, ethnic Spoken and written languages, ethnic ancient books, ethnic physical cul-
ture, ethnic health external contacts, self — building of working departments of ethnic affairs, and various other
activities, which collect clauses and sub — clauses on various affairs of the ethnic minorities written by the state,
provincial, autonomous regional and municipal departments of ethnic affairs.

5. Personages: This part is a collection of the brief introduction to the main incumbent leaders of the gov-
ernmental departments of ethnic affairs of the provinces, autonomous regions and municipalities throughout the
country.

6. Theoretical Studies: This part is a collection of theses and articles on the developments of theoretical
studies provided by the state, provincial, autonomous regional and municipal departments of ethnic affairs.

7. Statistics: This part includes 15 categories of statistical data of the ethnic minority autonomous areas,
namely administrative district and natural resources. miscellany, population, genral survey, agriculture, indus-
try, transportation, post and telecommunications, building industry, investment in fixed assets, domestic
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trade, Foreign trade and economic coorperation, tourism, finance, banking, people’s livelihood, education,
science and technology, culture, publishing, public health and physical culture. These data are collected in an
all — round way in each of the ethnic minority autonomous areas throughout China { without overlapped statis-
tics). All the factors of regional differences and price changes have been deducted from the development index-
es. Thus, these indexes are yearly comparable. At the end of each categories is an appendix entitled “Interpre-
tation of Main Statistics Indexes”, which gives a brief account of the meaning, statistical scopes and statistical
methods of the main statistical indexes.

8. Appendix: This part is a collection of the major events in the ethnic work in 1999, introductions to the
institutions of ethnic affairs , brief accounts of the ethnic universities and colleges in the country and data of
other ethnic aspects.

IV. All the national statistical data in this book do not include those in Taiwan Province, Hong Kong Spe-
cial Administration Zone and Macao Special Administration Zone. The international standard metric system is
used for the unit of measures and weights in the data.

V. The major source of the data in this book are the statistical reports of the ethnic minority autonomous
areas. Some indexes of the data representing the ethnic characteristics such as those of education, culture, pub-
lishing, public health and sports came from the state governmental organizations in charge of the ethnic affairs.

VI. Explanatory notes for notations used in this book: Blank space means the data are not available while
# means only the major items of the data are here and * means there is a footnote below.

VII. Statiscal discrepancies due to rounding are not adjus{ed in this book.

VIII. We apologize in advance for the omissions because of the limit of time and data resources and sin-
cerely expect comments from readers. Meanwhile, we would like to express our appreciation for the valuable
contributions of various ministries, departments, organizations and personages to this book.
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
