With a long history, the city once was a junction of 'Silk
Road'. And now,it is also a vital traffic line of second continen-
tal bridge of Eurasia. Situated in the eastern region of Tianshan
Mountains, Hami boasts numerous unigue natural landscapes
and historical sites.

The three conspicuous superiorities of Hami, abundant nat-
ural resources, transport facilicities and geographical advan-
tages, will help to vitalize the local economy.

Hami teems with mineral resources, proved minerals includ-
ing coal, iron, copper, nickel, manganese, gold, silver, tung-
sten, titanium, vanadium, limestone, graphite, lake salt,
mirabilite, gem and stone building materials occupy a dominant
position in Xinjiang. Most of proved mineral veins are near
Lanxing railway and/or highway lines, advantageous in exploit-
ing.

Proved reserves of iron ore with high grade area are estimat-
ed at 240 million tons, the famous Yamansr iron mine is the im-
portant base of iron and steel industry in Xinjiang. Rich coal re-

serves in Turpan — Hami Basin are estimated at 570. 8 billion
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tons, stepping into 10 richest coalfield in the world. Reserves of
copper—nickel are estimated as much as 1. 2 million tons, which
are expected to be an important country's base for the production
of copper and nickel. Reserves of limestone, graphite and tung-
sten are estimated at 100 million tons, 3 million tons and 25
thousand tons. Hami abounds in stone building materials, re-
serves of marble, granite and dolomite are estimated as much as
320 million cubic meters, Also, there is a splendid future in de-
veloping oil deposit of Turpan—Hami Basin.

Hami is a strategic place for Xinjiang in connection with in-
land provinces. Land transportation has been well developed, in-
ner prefecture highway network relying on the expressway from
Lanzhou to Xinjiang could take you to everytown, Lanxin rail-
way line traverses the whole prefecture. In addition, the second
line of Lanxin railway is under construction, airport of Hami has
been reopened for transportation, road between Hami and Dun-
huang of 312 national highway has been constructed to the level
of national second stage, and a programme —controlled telephone
network with a capacity of 10 thousand lines is under installa-
tion. Such transport and telecommunication will make great con-
tribution to speeding up the prefecture’s local economy.

" The unique geographical position has brought a valuable su-
periority for local economic development. Hami borders Mongo-
lia in the north. The opened Laoyemiao foreign trade port in Ba-
likun automous county, is the main foreign trade route of eastern
Xinjiang and western Gansu provinces. A material trading center
of Xingjiang, Qinhai, Gansu and Tibet, which will vitalize the
foreign trade of the prefecture,is going to be estabished.
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In order to speed up local economic development, the CPC
Commitee and the Government of Hami prefecture have promul-
gated several preferential polices to open .its door to outside
world.

To develop its local economy at full speed, the prefecture is
carrying out such measures as;

. To concerntrate on economic development with mustering
of everyone and all potential

- To creat a favourable policy environment for opening re-

. To promote material progress without neglecting of cul-
tural and ideological progress

. To creat a no—criminal and stable social cnvironment

According to the economic situation, the prefecture will
take the following steps.

Introducing from east and promoting export to west and
north.

. Adjusting the industrial structure with the improvement of
science and technology.

. Developing rich resources by inviting foreign investment
and cooperating with domestic enterprises.

. Introducing investment and technology, as well as famous
brands and talented personnel.
