Annual Report on Economic and Technological Development in
agriculture is a serial academic publication of the Institute of Agri-
cultural Economics (IAE), Chinese Academy of Agricultural Sci-
ences (CAAS). The first hook of the series appeared in 1991. It
has been published every year since then and this is the eighth annu-
al collection for 1998.

Abstract

This paper employs the basic framework for analyzing the

determinants, classifies agricultural commodities as importable
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and exportable, analyses the impacts of border price, exchange
rate and policy intervention on domestic price by surveying the
agricultural price change trend during the agricultural policy re-
form process. Nominal Rate of Protection (NRP) , Anti-trade Bias
(ATR) and Prodacer Subsidy Equivalent (PSE) were used to ex-
plain the influence of agricultural policies reform on China’s
agricultural protection by estimating the results of trade and
policies intervention on agriculture ,evaluating the effects of basic
adjustment way for government’s agricultural development poli-
cles and the resulting general character of income transfers be-
tween agricultural and non-agricultural sector. The paper further
analyses the influence of agricultural polices reform on agricul-
tural income transfers, estimated the track and strength of in-

come transfers for major agricultural commeodities.
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
