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ABSTRACT

% In the era when all the economic
activities of human being are highly inte-
grated and unified, a system is regarded as
the internal variable in the growth and de-
velopment of economy. Meantime its strict
and complete regulations, sphere of appli-
cation and its non—tolerate exclusiveness
are all severely contradictive to the unity
of economic activities. The ” barriers of
system” represents the contradiction be-
tween the existing regulation system and
the unity of the economic activities.

% In order to breakthrough the barri-
ers of system existing and restricting the
development of economy and to realize a
communication of economic factors in a
high standard, it is required to have a new
economic theory. The theory of composite
economy is thus introduced, aiming at the
situation of system barriers and combining
with the economic state of the intelligent
times. According to this theory, the con-
[licts of regulations existing in a system
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may not be settled by the way of con-
{rontation and exclusiveness other than the
establishment of a comprehensive system
organ which is growing from all systems,
by rec —circling the cffective limitation of
the system regulations provided the origi-
nal systems are still existing and function-
al. The way that reaches a system compre-
hension by circling the effective limitation
of the system regulations is called the "ad-
justed composition of system”.

¥ The economy of membership sys-
tem is modeled as a kind of economic orga-
nization that is established by realizing and
regulating the organizing principles and
methods of membership system, which is
based on the guidance of the theory of
composite economy and the use of adjusted
composition of system. In terms of system
resource, membership system is not a nor-
malized and steady organization. But in
fact it has a very important and reasonable
tendency of a systcm, whose organizing
principles and methods in serics function
as one of the effectively organized social
activities of human being. The member-
ship system in fact reflects that how the
legally independent cconomic unit exists
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and develops in the system of the social e-
conomy. The basic contents of this econo-
my enclose the property rights, production
and management system and marketing
structure of the membership system by ad-
justing and composing the above three sys-
tems on the base of this knowledge.

% The property right of membership
system is a kind of comprehensive one in
operation —the legal rights of membership
system. It is a brand new form of property
rights that is a combination of collection of
legal rights which follows the organizing
principles and methods and relates with
various rights of materials and its rele-
vance. All these are based on re—circling
the limitation effectiveness of regulations
on private property rights, social organiza-
tion rights and legal person rights. What
it is destined to settle the limitation of
obligations for the owners, the operational
organizations, subject obligations or all
subject operations. It is carried by the eco-
nomic medium — membership system, to
effectively compose all the legal rights that
are shown during the operations of the
rights of property ownership such as the
division of rights of ownership, use, bene-
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fit and handling form that of property
ownership; the comprehensive and diversi-
{ied composition of operation, manage-
ment, production and consumption when
operating the legal rights of property. In
the terms of function, the economy of
membership system conducts through the
standardized agreement to charge its mem-
bers and limit to its members to use the
public facilities, thus to provide a more ef-
{ective and flexible economic medium for
the pcople to enjoy property rights in the
economic activities. It effectively solves
the problem of “thumbing a ride” and re-
duces the costs in exchange.

* The membership system in opera-
tion is the organic composition and unity
of social production and consumption. The
economy of membership system, in terms
of enterprising structure, is a collection of
serial regulations, limitations and bindings
for an enterprise’s microstructure and its
operation system. By a standardized a-
greement to organize all the consumers of
products and service that are provided by
the enterprise with the membership sys-
tem, to make the consuming mass in ran-
dom and spread state concentrate into a
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[ixed one, which form the definition of the
object and interest of the enterprise’s busi-
ness activities as well as the effective bind-
ing that the consumers conducting on the
interest of the enterprise’s business activi-
ties—these help to establish the outstand-
ing feature of this system.

%* The market system of membership
system is established when the contracts
are standardized and the legal rights arc
sccuritilize in the choice of contracts. It is
the way of standardizing contracts, which
organically activates the consumption and
the investment, makes the market more
simple and effective. Through the choice
of contracts, the economy of membership
system unites all the contract holders to
sign a multilateral agreement, which is
reached by the way of standardizing con-
tracts, thus producing the issuing and ex-
change of membership cards. The mem-
bership card is an inscribed and negotiable
security recording the rights and obliga-
tions of the issuer and the holder in an a-
greement. All of its nature in legal rights,
forms and medium to the market has calls
for a regulated and united market for
membership cards
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
