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A Brief Introduction of Lu Jin-qiao

Lu Jin-qiao, now 64, was born in Quyang County, the
home of artistic carving, a county of Hebei Province, He
combined all the merits of art of carving, adopted the merits
of both wory carving and jade carving, developed his own
peculiar artistic style. His works of stone carving ave world-
Jamous and are sold in move than fifty countries and regions.
Over forty preces of his works have won important prizes;
seven were sent to be exhibited at International Fairs; five
have been collected as national treasurves; four have been
compiled as entries into the “World-Famous Products Book
Series”; one is displayed in the Great Hall of the People, and
two are displayed in Zi Guang Ge of Zhong Nan Hai. His
works won a second place and he got a silver cup at the Sixth
National “Hundred Flower Award” for Arts and Crafts. His
deeds and works have been reported by “The People’s Daily”
“Guang Ming Daily”, “Chinese Science and Technology” and
other twenty newspapers. In 1984, he was eulogized as Con-
temporary Celebrity for Chinese Arts and Crafts. In 1988, he
was conferrved the glovious title “Great Master of Chinese
Avrts and Crafts”.
