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SUMMARY

This dissertation expounds the existence dilemma and
the transcendence of philosophic wisdom over the existence
dilemma, focuses on “how liberty to be possible” for the
purpose of analysis and explanation of the theoretical conno-
tations of Zhuangzi’s philosophy. It starts from the point of
view of linguistic philosophy (how to say “it cannot be
said”) on the basis of putting forward and explaining the
view of Zhuangzi’s paradox, and constructs expositorily
Zhuangzi.’s philosophy, this is an organic system, including
epistemology s cultivation, ontology and axiology. The dis-
sertation holds that the basic purport of Zhuangzi’s philoso-
phy starts from the point of view of existence integrity of in-
dividual life, and it brings to light the paradoxical pattern of
man’s existence dilemma, shows that there exists the possi-
bility of transcendence over existence paradox and brings

about a full understanding of the oneness and integrity be-

tween man and the world on a new and higher level. This
dissertation holds that the refusal of recognition of the social
and historical existnece of man is the fundamental defect of
Zhuangzi’s philosophy, and thus makes his liberty become a

paradox.
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
