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It’s Risky to Be a Lefty

A new study suggests that left-handed children may have more accidents than right-handed

ones.
Some experts studied 761 childrena 46 _ from 6 to 18 who had been admitted to a children

emergency room. They divided the children in 47 _ two groups:a trauma(#MJ ) group, contain-

ing 267 kids admitted for various injuries; and a non-trauma group, made up of 494 children w

48  problems such as a sore throat or earache.
The researchers found that 16.5 percent of the children in the trauma group were left-hand-
ed,c 49 with 10.5 percent in non-trauma group. “ Approximately 10 percent of the U.S. pop-

ulation is left-handed, " says one o 50 the researchers, “so 10.5 percent in the control( non-

trauma)group is about what we’d expect.”

Why the difference? No one knows f 51  sure. One common explanation is what some
lefties might call the conspiracy(3£) theory. We live in a right-handed w52 3 door-knobs,
automobiles and even toys are designed b 53 right-handed people and are used best by right-
handed people. An alternative e 54 proposes that there’s physiological difference between left-
~ ies and righties that may affect motor control or coordination. Finding t 55 _ cause will be the
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researchers’ next goal.
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
