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Summary

1. In 2001 China’s rural economic operation maintained a
good momentum and the agricultural, forestry, stock-raising
and fishery production steadily grew; the strategic readjustment
of agricultural structure had been sped up, achieving initial
results, and variety structure and regional structure more
optimized; the price of main agricultural products stopped
declining and picked up; the township and village enterprises
still kept quick growth; the farmers’ income witnessed recovery
growth and the increase of farmers’ income restrained the trend
of four-year declination of income growth rate since 1997; and
the reform of rural marketization tendency with the reform of
grain and cotton circulation system and household registration
system as the core made a breakthrough.

2. This Summary excerpts some articles and sections of
this book to describe the major development targets of China’s
rural economy and changes of its important contents.

3. In 2001 among the China’s GDP ( counting according to
the current price, the same below) the GDP created by the
rural sectors accounted for 49.9 percent, slightly decrease
comparing with that of last year. Among it agriculture made up

15.2 percent, decreasing by 0.7 percentage; the rural second
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industry accounted for 23 percent, basically being equal to that
of last year; the rural tertiary industry was 11.7 percent and
slightly decreased in comparison with that of last year. The
proposition of urban GDP was 50.1 percent, increasing 0.7
percentage more than that of last year. Among it the urban
second industry made up 28.2 percent and its tertiary industry
21.9 percent.

4. In 2001 the GDP increased by 7.3 percent. Among the
growth rate of GDP the rural sectors donated 3.1 percentages,
the quota of donation was 41.9 percent, slightly reduced than
last year.

5. In 2001 the grain output was 452 million tons, an
decrease of 2.1 percent than that of last year. The main reasons
for decrease of grain yield last year: (1) The structural
readjustment led to reduction of grain-sown areas; (2) The
drought calamities spread throughout the country. Although
the degree of calamities was more slight than that of 2000, it
was still more serious than normal years; and (3) The grain
prices picked up in 2001, but in general grain prices are still
low. The farmers’ benefit from farming was low so that their
enthusiasm for sowing grain generally declined.

6. In 2001 the cotton output was 5.32 million tons, an
increase of 20.4 percent more than that of last year; the output
of oil crops was 28.72 million tons, reducing 2.8 percent;
sugar output was 87.9 million tons, up 15.1 percent more than
that of last year; and vegetable output 445 million tons, an
increase of 23 million tons more than that of last year.

7. In 2001 the meat output was 63.4 million tons, up 3.5

percent more than that of last year; and the output of aquatic



products was 43.75 tons, an increase of 2.3 percent more than
that of last year.

8. In 2001 the dynamics of readjusting agricultural
structure was strengthened and the varieties further improved.
The grain-sown areas decreased by 2.3 million hectares and
cotton areas increased by 760, 000 hectares, oil-crop areas
reduced by 700,000 hectares and vegetable areas enlarged 1.15
million hectares. The quality of agricultural products obviously
improved, the good quality rice-sown area increased 3.3 million
hectares more than that of last year, the good quality wheat-
sown area for special use increased by 1.3 million hectares and
the sown area of good quality rapeseed increased by 300, 600
hectares.

9. In 2001 the added value of agriculture reached 1, 461
billion yuan (renminbi), actually increasing by 2.8 per cent in
comparison with the previous year, up 0.4 percentage more
than previous one. Among the added values of agriculture,
forestry, animal husbandry and fishery , the proportion of
agricultural was 58.7 percent, decreasing 0.8 percentage in
comparison with the previous year; the proportion of animal
husbandry was 25.8 percent, up 0.8 percentage; the
proportions of forestry and fishery were respectively 4.5
percent and 11 percent and their proportions did not change.

10. In 2001 among the rural industrial structures
according to the added value, the proportion of first industry
was 32.8 percent, decreasing 2.5 percentage in comparison
with the previous year; the proportion of second industry was
51.9 percent, up 1.5 percentage more than the previous year;

and the proportion of tertiary industry was 15.3 percent, up 1
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percentage more than the previous year.

11. In 2001 the added value of township and village
enterprises was 2.93 trillion yuan, up 8 percent more than the
previous year. Among it the added value of industry was 2.02
trillion yuan, up 7.4 percent; the business income was 11.65
trillion yuan, up 8 percent; the profit total was 690 billion
yuan, up 6.5 percent; the actual paid taxes were 220 billion
yuan, up 10.2 percent; and the export delivery value was 940
billion yuan, up 8.4 percent.

12. In 2001 among the rural laboring forces the first
industry accounted for 66.5 percent, decreasing 1.9 percentage
in comparison with the previous year; the second industry made
up 18.2 percent, up 0.9 percentage; and the tertiary industry
was 15.3 percent, up 1 percentage. The employees of
township and village enterprises were 129 million, an increase
of 1 million in comparison with the previous year. In 2001 the
proportion of rural labor forces working outside was 23.3
percent, increasing 2.4 percentages in comparison with the
previous year.

13. In 2001 the total volume of import and export of
agricultural products reached US $27.905 billion, up 3.55
percent comparing with the 2000; among it the export of
agricultural products was US $ 16.067 billion, up 2.37 percent
more than the previous year; and the import of agricultural
products was US $ 11.838 billion, up 5.19 percent. The above
growth rates were all lower than the level of 2000.

14. In the first six months of 2001 the whole country
(except Tibet) realized rural investment in fixed assets of

238.3 billion yuan, up 6.4 percent in comparison with the



same period of 2000. Among it the investment by the non-
agricultural households was 121 .8 billion yuan, up 8.8 percent
in comparison with the same period of 2000; and the
investment of the agricultural households was 116.5 billion
yuan, up 4 percent.

15. At the end of 2001 the remaining sum of loans
provided by the rural credit cooperatives was 1,197 .1 billion
yuan, accounting for 11 percent of the whole remaining sum of
financial institutions, and the market share also increased. The
loans of the rural credit cooperatives further inclined to the
agriculture and agricultural households. At the end of 2001
remaining sum of agricultural loans provided by the rural credit
cooperatives was 441.7 billion yuan, increasing 3 percentages
in the proportion of the whole remaining sum of credit
cooperatives, accounting for 77 percent of the total agricultural
loans of financial institutions.

16. In 2001 the farmers’ income witnessed recovery
growth, per-capita net income was 2,366.4 yuan, up 113 yuan
more than the previous year, actually increasing 4.2 percent.
The continuous four-year decreased trend of growth rate was
restrained. Among the farmers’ net income, cash income was
1,748 yuan, up 108 yuan more than the previous year, an
actual increase of 5.7 percent. The income per-capita from
agriculture was 1, 165.2 yuan, up 40 yuan more than the
previous year and increasing 3.6 percent, changing the
declining situation of continuous three years. The farmers’ per-
capita non-agricultural income was 1, 066.4 yuan, up 62.2
yuan, increasing 6.2 percent. Among it the per-capita income

of laboring outside was 375.7 yuan, up 12.3 percent; and the
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
