Preface

Experts at the Development Research Center of the State
Council and the Institute of International Technology and Eco-
nomic Research have been engaged in research on the prominent
issue of global problems for a relatively long time. Upon comple-
tion of their research report on global issues, they have pub-
lished the very gartifying “Global Problems and China. ”

Global problems, as addressed in this book, are those which
threaten the survival and development of mankind and which can
only be solved through the joint efforts of all of humanity. The
1990s has already seen several major conferences on global prob-
lems, including the 1992 United Nations Conference on Environ-
ment and Development in Rio de Janeiro, Brazil; the 1994 Third
International Population and Development Conference in Cairo;
and the 1995 Social Summit in Copenhagen. International insti-
tutes and researchers have long researched global problems and
published papers or academic works about them.

The emergence and intensification of global problems
demonstrates that economic growth at the cost of sacrificing the
environment and natural resources, and wealth for the world’s
few at the cost of poverty for the majority, are leading to a dead
end of unsustainable development. Only through a fundamental

change in the relationships between humanity and nature, and
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among people, can we hope to free ourselves from the predica-
ment with which we are now faced. Only thus can we develop
sustainably. Sustainable development requires that environmen-
tal protection be coordinated with economic and social develop-
ment. Protecting the environment and promoting development
are two sides of the same coin. Production, consumption, and
development without consideration for natural resources and the
environment cannot be sustained; similarly, environment for
environment’s sake, without economic development and techno-
logical advancement cannot support the material foundation nec-
essary for environmental protection.

World peace and stability are absolutely necessary for the
realization of sustainable development. Without peace, we can-
not start to consider environmental protection and economic de-
velopment. The arms race and nuclear buildup of the Cold War
wasted large amounts of valuable human and material resources,
as well as causing ecological damage and environmental pollu-
tion. History has proven that peace and stability are prerequi-
sites for national, regional, and indeed, global environmental
protection and economic development. Through its painful histo-
ry, humanity has come to realize that sustainable development is
the only development strategy that will ensure human survival.
The sustainable development concept permeates and guides
“Global Problems and China”; it deserves commendation.

Global problems transcend national boundaries, as well as
ethnic, cultural, religious, and social systems. No single coun-
try, no matter how large and powerful, has the ability to solve

global problems alone. The survival of humanity and mutual
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benefits of development will require that international society
pulls together and makes a concerted effort to face the challenges
posed by global problems, through a “new global partnership. ”
Because of historical reasons, developed countries should bear a
greater share of the responsibilities and obligations. “Global
Problems and China” shows that global problems are related not
only to common human interests, but will also inevitably be tied
to special regional and national ones. Therefore, the process of
solving them will not only require understanding and coopera-
tion, but will also give rise to controversy and arguments in cer-
tain areas. “Global Problems and China” is written throughout
from a perspective which seeks to safeguard developing coun-
tries; this a very important political principle to be followed in
both research and in solving global problems.

“Global Problems and China” is important in that it not only
examines general global problems, but also addresses their spe-
cific manifestations in China, and China’s efforts towards solving
them. As a country with a large population and land area, China
is deeply aware of its important role in solving global problems.
In the past few years, the Chinese government has taken several
significant steps towards solving the global problems facing Chi-
na; first, it formulated “China’s Agenda 21, ” formulated and
implemented the “Eight-Seven Plan for Poverty Alleviation,”
held the first national social development conference, and formu-
lated a national social development outline into the next century.
Everything that China has done towards solving global problems
will inevitably have a very significant effect on global develop-

ment.
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Because the systematic and integrated study of global prob-
lems is still in its early stages in China, the publication of “Glob-
al Problems and China” will serve as an important trial and as
useful experience on this kind of systematic research. I earnestly
hope that the publication of this book will help deepen our under-
standing and recognition of global problems, and help us wisely
and enthusiastically meet the challenge posed by global prob-

lems.
