Not many couples stay married for fifty years. Even fewer do so for seventy-five years.
It’s almost impossible for a couple to be married for eighty-five years. But that’s exactly what
Henry and Maggie Thurston did.

Henry was born on a farm in Iowa in 1857. At the age of eighteen he went to Chicago to
attend the university. There he met Maggie who had come from Cleveland to study art. At
the time she was one year younger. '

This was a true case of love at first sight. They got married in 1876, less than six
months after they met, Henry quit school. He borrowed a thousand dollars to open a restau-
rant. Together he and Maggie ran it, but she also continued her art studies. The restaurant

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was an immediate success.

In 1877 their first son, Jack, was born. Maggie decided to stay home from then on. In
her spare time she began painting. She never became famous but she was able to sell enough
pictures, so the family could live comfortably.

By 1885 they had five children, including their third son, Lou, who became a well-
known author. Their sixth and last child was born the following spring. But she died at the
age of three months from a bad cold.

From 1900 to 1915 Henry and Maggie became grandparents thirty-one times. In 1930
they achieved what must be a record. They had children, grandchildren or great-grandchil-
dren living in every state in the US. Some also were living in foreign countries.

On February 14, 1961, they celebrated their 85th wedding anniversary. The day they
had chosen for their wedding day had become Valentine’s Day. Over one hundred newsmen
came to report on the event. The couple was seen on national TV. Most amazing of ail,
though, was the fact that over 1500 relatives were also present. The youngest was a three-
week-old baby girl. Henry and Maggie were the oldest. He was 104 and she was 103.

Dry ice is made by freezing a gas. It is quite different from ordinary ice, which is simply
frozen water.

Dry ice was first manufactured in 1925. It has since fulfilled the hopes of its inventor. It
can be used for making artificial fog in the movies. When steam is passed over dry ice, a very
dense vapor rises. It can also be used for destroying insects in grain supplies. It is more prac-
tical than ordinary ice because it takes up less space and is 142 degrees colder.
