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ABSTRACT

Under the guidance of Marxist military economic theory
and based on welfare economics, modern public finance theo-
ry, modern institution economics and the relevant economic
theory, and the present welfare institution of modern market
economy countries and that of China’s military, this disserta-
tion analyses the basic structure and major phenomenon of
China’s military welfare institution through both positive and
normative methods to establish a basic theoretical framework
and makes a study of innovatory practice of China’s military
welfare institution. The logical starting point of the disserta-
tion is set on the scientific definition of basic topics of military
welfare institution. Its focus is on military welfare institution
demand and supply, collective and individual actions of mili-
tary welfare resources disposition, optimization disposition
model of military welfare resources, historical development
and institution arrangement of China’s military welfare insti-
tution, institution drawbacks of the traditional military wel-
fare institution, and the basic structure of new military wel-

fare institution model. Based on the above analysis and ac-
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cording to the over-all development strategy of our country
and the armed forces, the author conceives and puts forward
the approaches and countermeasures of China’s military wel-
fare institution innovation of military welfare wage-form,
monetization and socialization. The valuable contribution of
the dissertation lies in the suggestion of perfecting the institu-
tion of China’s miljtary wages and welfare institution adapt-
able to the socialist market economy, raising the disposition
efficiency of military welfare resources, enriching and per-
fecting the theoretical institution of defense economics, thus

cultivating a new area of defense economy study.
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
