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The workshop was organized by the Chinese State Council Office for Restructuring
the Economic System (SCORES) in association with the Institute of Economic System and
Management and the World Bank. Funding for foreign experts was provided by the
Public-Private Infrastructure Advisory Facility (PPIAF). The workshop presented the
results of a research project, “Modernizing China’s Oil and Gas Sector: Structure Reform
and Regulation,” conducted jointly beginning in September 1999 by SCORES’s Institute
of Economic System and Management and the World Bank.

The purpose of the workshop was to build consensus and increase awareness for
reform of the Chinese oil and gas sector and to introduce international experience on
regulation.
