Husser, Ludwig Wittgenstein, FErich Fromm, Herbert Marcus, Kar
Raimund. Popper, Heinrich Heine , Hermann Cohen, Martin Buber and A.
Toffler. It deals with their thought systems and provides biographical
sketches as well. The authors not only offer detailed discussions of those
thinkers’ distinetive philosophies but enable the readers to find -out how
their life experiences, strict family education, the unique phenomenon of
Diaspora, the conflicts between the Jewish tradition and Christian civiliza-
tion, the changes of European society and various contemporary schools of
thought make an impact on the growth of their minds and affect the forma-
tion of their philosophical systems.
