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Summary

Although Chungqiu { The Spring and Autumn Annals )
has always been considered the last wue of Confucian scrip-
tures, it holds a very important position in Chinese
idcological history.

It 1s not certain that Chungiu was written by Conlucius,
but it is doubtless that this work was profoundly related to
Confucius.

Chunqiu is a historical work, but it has a more impor-
tant position in Chinese ideolgical history than that in the
history of chinese historiography.

Chungqiu does not necessarily embody a great number of
truths,however,it inevitably shows the writer’s intentions and
valucs. T think that the original mcanings of Chungiu are
quite different from some scholars’” summarics, conclusions
and clucidations.

After Confucius’ death, the Confucianism school be-
came divided. and different editions of chungiu appeared be-

cause ol the different abilitics,learnings,under—standing and



concentration of Confucius’ students.

At the beginning of the Han Dynasty, there was a his-
torical incvitability of the rising, developing and retreating off
Huang—Lao Theory. The nature of so called “Only Wor- »
shiping Confucianism” was the floursh of Gong Yahg
School,alter a complicated and difficult progress, to which
Gong Sunhong who belonged to Gong Yang Schoo! made a
great contribution ,and in which Dong Zongsu’s theoritical
concceiving played a more important role,

In Han Wu Di’s later years, the social conditions be-
came changed. and old ideology gradually became out of
keeping with the times. There were a series of struggles be-
tween Qi School and Lu School. Because of some necessary
and incidental causcs, Gu Liang school which belonged to
Lu school shared some right of explaining the code. There
werc some common idcological tendency between Dong
Zongshu and Liu Xiang, who was a scholar of Gu Liang
school,although they had different ways of thinking,

Afier Shi Quge Meeting, Gu Liang school got official
position in the imperial court, but it could not deal with the
social crisis. In the meantime,Liu Xin began to propogate his
Zuo Zhuan Theory. After some years, this new theory finally
became authoritative idcology at Liu Xin’s times. In the
Easten Han Dynasty, the influence of Zuo Zhuan expanged
rapidly,Zuo Zhuan school and Gong Yang School absorbed
spiritual nourishment cach other. then, a famous scholar

broke down thc dividing lincs bctween different school.
There appcared a newer thcory —— Zheng Xuan Theory,
which was a incvitable result of the development of Chungiu
Theory and Classical Studics (Jinxuc)in Han Dynasty,
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
