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Editor’s Notes

L. In 2002, to welcome the holding of the 16™ Congress of CCCPC, the authorities and staffs of different levels in the
communications, transportation, posts and telecommunications industries following the guideline of Deng Xiaoping
Theory and “Three representatives” Important Thoughts of Jiang Zemin, carry out seriously the series policies and
strategy, especially those for economic issues settled by the CCCPC. The industrial structure adjustment and the
issues of system reform and opening have been pushed forward. A steady, fast and healthy development attimade for
the economic operation for the communications, transportation, posts and telecommunications industries have been
made. The fixed assets investment of highway, railway, civil aviation, posts as well as pipeline keeps expanding. A
number of important highway, highway bridges including expressway were built up. The Qinghai-Tobiet railway
construction is running smoothly; the engineering of transmitting natural gas and electricity form the western to
castern China has been made big progress; the investment and construction to transport infrastructure of the western
China have been enhanced. The lengths of operation routes of both highway and railway and the ownership of fixed
as well as mobile telephone have been the leading ranking in the world. Except the waterway passenger transport, the
passenger and freight transport of all transport modes and communication services have been increased rapidly; the
turnover of container transport increases in high speed; the “holiday transportation ” has acquired enormous benefits
and the increase rate of mobile telephone services has been largely picked up. The reformation of civil aviation and
telecommunications has made vast development. The 6 group companies of civil aviation have been setup and
realized the separation of governmental organizations from enterprises; the former China Telecommunications has
been reorganized, the competing market of civil aviation and telecommunications industries has initially formed.
Stock listing .has been speeded up. Transport and posts have developed their services to modem logistics, expecting
to obtain new business increase. To adapt the situation of China’s joining the WTO, the legislation construction and
market inspection for transportation and communication industries have been strengthened: relevant laws and rules,
byelaws and regulations have been intensively issued; the administrative approval system has been further improved
and decentralized; the unadapted laws and rules is being cleared gradually. The transport and communication
industries have made new development in terms of the application of information and network technology; obvious
achievements has been made for the electronic civil services; the pricing system reform in telecommunications, civil
aviation and rail transportation fields have been deepened. Ideclogical construction, industrial ethos construction as
well as the removal of “three confusion” have been further promoted. The 2003 Edition of the Yearbook of China
Transportation and Communications (YCTC) recodes and reflects faithfully and adequately the new achievements
and experiences obtained by the communications, transportation, posts and telecommunications industries described
above. The edition has been made efforts to record all the important and new events on a base of the facts, including
the problems that having relatively important influence to the whole situation.

MINISTRIES (BUREAUS), CHRONICLE OF EVENTS, POLICIES AND REGULATIONS, TRANSPORT DEVELOPMENT RESEARCH
and STATISTICS. In which, The MODERN LOGOSTICS DEVELOPMENT is a new added column.

IIL. The titles of all the statistics in this edition have been arranged to be in both Chinese and English. The data of the
statistics are provided and reviewed by the State Statistics Bureau and transport departments concemed. In case there
is any inconsistent data in the text, the STATISTICS shall prevail.
