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ABSTRACT

As we know, spatial agglomeration is the intrinsic trait of
urban economy. The urban originates from spatial agglomera-
tion, and it’s development relies on spatial agglomeration, too.
Urban economic and material structures are all the result of
agglomeration. On the other hand, they are also the basis of
urban further agglomeration. Spatial agglomeration is the power
of urban growth, and also the source of urban problems.
Whatever, the agglomeration of people, capital and resources,
and so on, engenders “agglomeration effects”, which make
urban economy different from other one. That’s one of the basic
reasons of urban economics being a independent branch of
economics subjects. However, till now, the theory of urban
economics hasn’t forming systematic research about it. So the
research on agglomeration has important theoretical value.
Further more, China’s urban is undergoing the process of
institution reforming, so the research on it has more important
essence. According to my study, I found that agglomeration

effects and urban land use are the same process of urban
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developing. Therefore, I begin with my research on the law of
urban developing by the study on the relations between
agglomeration effects and urban land use.

This book is to investigate the natural process of urban
agglomeration and land use evolving, construct the system on
the law of the urban economic and spatial developing, then study
the China’s problems concerned. It includes 8 chapters. Chapter
1 is introduction, mainly illustrating the reason of study, the
train of thought, the method and structure, and so on. From
chapter 2 to 5 is the part of theoretical analysis. Chapter 2 sums
up the basic analysis on urban agglomeration at present. From
chapter 3, beginning the analysis on the theme. This chapter
first analyses the behavior of firms and residents under the effect
of agglomeration, and investigates the spatial mechanism of
agglomeration effects; then, using the model of concentric
urban, mainly analyses the natural relations among agglomera-
tion benefits, transit fee, rent and location, to investigate the
forming of urban and it’s structure and the law of the urban
economic and spatial moving; at last is the positive study.
Chapter 4 is about the dynamic analyses. First, investigating the
changing process of the equilibrium of agglomeration and land
use when changing among divisions, techniques, institutions and
markets. Then according to the history of the west urban
development, undergoing the positive study about the theory.
Chapter 5 mainly investigates the effects of urban government’s
action on agglomeration and land use, basing on the analysis of

the public goods and spatial externalities. So, in a word, this
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book is based on the basic analysis of agglomeration effects,
from microcosm to macrocosm, first static and then dynamic
analysis, from the action of firms and residents to the one of
government, comprehensively studies urban agglomeration and
land use, and forms a integrated theoretic system.

After the theoretical analyses is the positive study on china’s
problems concerned. This part includes 3 chapters. Chapter 6
analyses the mechanism and result of China’s urban develop-
ment, land use and agglomeration benefits, and so on, under the
traditional economic system. Chapter 7 further discusses the
effects of the economic institute reforming, and investigates the
evolution of urban agglomeration and land use, with the
changing of the mechanism of resources allocation. According to
the former theoretical results, this chapter illustrates the current
situation, trends and problems on the evolution of urban
agglomeration and land use. Chapter 8 is the policy research on
urban sustainable development according to the natural law of
urban agglomeration and land use.

This book’s theoretical innovation includes: first,
investigating the natural economic law of urban developing from
the angle of the unity of the economic and spatial system, based
on the natural connection between agglomeration effects and lad
use; second, drawing the agglomeration effects into the urban
location theory, and truly revealing the law of urban economic
and spatial moving; third, furthering the study to the dynamic
analyses; and forth, drawing the goverhment’s action into the

study of agglomeration effects, and from a new angle revealing
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the law of urban sustainable growth. Like the theoretical
analysis, the positive study on China’s urban problems concerned
revealed the trends, process and policy chosen from the angle of

agglomeration effect.
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
