Acta Phytotaxonomica Sinica, one of the journals concentratively carrying trea-
tizes by Chinese plant taxonomists, is an important reference for the study of Chinese
plants. In the thirty years from starting publication in 1951 to 1980, it had covered
over 530 papers published in the 64 issues of 18 volumes and a supplement. The con-
tents of the papers involve all phyla of the plant world on the studies of phytotaxo-
nomy. systematics, phytogeography, economic botany, paleobotany and plant chemi-
stry. The journal had described 7 new families, over 70 new genera and over 2000
new species. On the occasion of the 30th anniversary of the starting of publication,
this index volume to the Acta Phytotaxonomica Sinica is compiled for the convenience
of reviewing and esamining by readers both of China and other countries.

The indices are subdivided into three parts. Firstly, the Author Index, both the
name in Chinese characters and Chinese phonetic alphabet or foreign language are gi-
ven for each author of original paper of the journal. The Author Index in Chinese
characters is arranged in order of the first Chinese phonetic alphabet of author’s su-
rname while the Author Index in Chinese phonetic alphabet or foreign language is orga-
nized in order of the first alphabet of author’s surname. Great ¢fforts are devoted in
giving the full name of an author while the same name in spelt differently or other
names of the same author cited in the journal are put in brackets.

Secondly, the Subject Index is arranged in phylum of the plant kingdom, but in
family for pteridophytes and seed plants. The family order in Subject Index in fo-
reign language is arranged in order of the first alphabet of family name while that in
Chinese is organized in the sequence of the first Chinese phonetic alphabet of family
name. The titles which are not fit to the above Index are put under the items of
“AMaterial for local flora’ or “*Miseellany’’,

And the last, Plant Index in Chinese is organized in order of the first Chinese
phonetic alphabet of plant name or aceording to the number of strokes of homonyms
while that in Latin is arranged in order of the first alphabet of genus name irrespee-
tive of the kind of plant. All the newly published taxa are indicated in bold type, but
in italies for synonyms and in popular type for valid name, The names of new taxa
above the species level are collected.

Papers in the Index published by coauthors are marked with double asterisks
(% % ). The deseription of plant attached with illustrations or plates is marked with
an asterisk (*) at the end of plant name.

The editors of this index volume are Chow Ken-shen, Cao Zi-vu, Chen Yao-done,
Wang Gui-fang, Dong Hui-ming and Song Mei-ying, with Chow Ken-shen taking the
responsibility of the project. The Indices were proof-read by Professor Wang Wen-tsal.
Deep appreciation is given to Professors Ching Ren-chang and Yu Te-tsun and Doetors
Tang Yen-chen, Lu An-ming and Zeng Jian-fei. Due to the limitation in time and
editors’ knowledge, it is impossible to avoid errors and omissions. (‘omments and eri-
tism are always welcomed.
