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Emily Dickinson is one of the greatest American poets. She was born in a typical New
England village in Massachusetts on December 10, 1830. She was the second child of the
family. She died in the same house fifty-six years later. During her lifetime she never left
her native land. She left her home state only once. She left her village very few times.
And after 1872 she rarely left her house and yard. In the last years of her life, she
retreated to a smaller and smaller circle of family and friends. In those later years she
dressed in white, avoided strangers, and communicated chiefly through notes and poems
even with intimates. When she died on May 15, 1886, she was unknown to the rest of the
world. Only seven of her poems had appeared in print.
