Differing from many other language tests, there are two IELTS modules
designed for people with different situations.

The first, the Academic Module, is normally used by educational institutions to
evaluate candidates’ academic English proficiency while the other, the General
Training Module, is generally used to evaluate candidates’ ‘survival’ English for
LInmigration purposes.

In the Guangzhou IELTS Symposium 2002 sponsored by UCLES, the British
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Council and IDP Education Australia, officials indicated that the results of the
Academic Test could be used for the immigration purposes as the Academic Module
is generally considered more difficult than the General Training Module.

We thus suggest that you'd be better off choosing the Academic Test if you are
still unsure about your plans.

5 IELTS Scoring System

The IELTS results are subject to the completion of all four parts.

The IELTS uses a 9-band scoring system for each of the listening, reading,
writing and speaking sections. With a range of zero to nine, each of the scores on
the different parts of the examination are averaged to obtain an overall score.

There are half marks in the listening and reading part (5.5, 6.5, etc) while no
half points are given on the writing and speaking sub-tests (5, 6, 7, etc.). The
final result is obtained by adding the four sub-scores first, which is followed by
dividing the total by four. The decimal point will be rounded off.
