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Abstract

Based on the cognizance of objective existence of regional eco-
nomic interest, the author has explored how to correctly achieve
(Included secking, creating, distributing and maintaining) regional
economic interest, expounded the coordination and union of the in-
terests between region and state.

Firstly, in the basis of the necessary discussion about regional
concept in the research of macro — economy and the summary ex-
pounding on the theorem of economic interest, the author studied
the meaning of regional economic interest and its main contents.

Secondly, based on a series of realistic analyses on China’s
regional economic development, the author has found thar the differ-
ent economic behavior bodies in the regions had exposed themselves
some informal and incorrect behavior while achieving manifold inter-
est requirement. Following, the motive — reason of existing prob-
lems has been deeply given. In light of “fact — seeking” analyses,
the author has made a theoretical exploration on how to correctly
achieve regional economic interest, Including the interest mechanism
of regional economic developments, interest — achieving modes for
the different economic behavior bodies in the regions, government

functions of social control, economic coordination and market service
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in the regional development as well as inter — regional interest alloca-
tion.

In the last, based on the objective gradually of establishing
modern market economic system, imbalance development law of re-
gional productive force and trend of China’s reform and opening to
the outside world, the author has offered some related countermea-
sures centered on such issues as normalizing the regional interest —
achieving behavior, improving the regional interest — creating condi-

tions and narrowing the inter — regional interest — shaving gaps.
