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PLAYING THE ROLE OF MAIN FORCE AND

BRINGING EXPORT TO A NEW HIGH
(Preface)

On the occasion of releasing by the Ministry of Foreign Trade and Economic
Cooperation of China’s top 500 import and export enterprises and top 200 export
enterprises for 1992, I extend, on behalf of the ministry’s leadership, warm congrat-
ulations to them and express our heartielt thanks for their excellent achievements
in China’s foreign trade and economic cooperation!

The year of 1992 witnessed a bumper harvest in China’s foreign trade. The
total volume of China’s import and export moved up a big step, reaching USD
165.63 billion, with export volume of USD 85 billion and import volume of USD
80.63 billion, increasing 18.3% and 26.3% respectively over 1991. The world
ranking of China’s import and export trade moved up from 32nd place in 1978 to
15th place in 1991. In 1992, it shot up 4 places to the 1ith, outstripping Spain, Re-
public of Korea, former USSR and China’s Taiwan Province. This is indeed a
marvellous achievement. It was achieved due to the cormect leadership by the
Party’s Central Committee and the State Council, to the energetic support by vari-
ous localities and departments across the country, to Comrade Deng Xiaoping’s
important speech during his inspection to the south, and to the important decision
of building socialist market economy mechanism established at the 14th National
Congress of the Party. In the mean time, it was also the result of the energetic de-
velopment and expansion by various foreign trade enterprises, manufacturers, scierr
tific research institutions and foreign-funded enterprises all over the country, and of
the joint efforts by all peoples of the country, as well as the result of the considera-
ble strengthening in China’s comprehensive national strength. China’s top 500 re
leased today oocupy 66% of the nation’s total import and export volume. This
share declined slightly from that of 1991. It shows, however, small and medium-
sized foreign trade enterprises have become more active. Nevertheless, the top 500
should still be called *“the main force’” , * the national team’’. They have power
ful strength with solid foreign sales capability, numerous trade channels and wide
. spread customer networks. Foreign customers could well be rest assured in
dealing with them.

China's foreign trade systern underwent two major reforms during the last
several years. First, starting from 1990, the goverment removed fiscal subsidy to
export thus breaking the mechanism of * taking meal from the big pot’’ practised
for many years, and pushed foreign trade enterprises onto a road of running busi-
ness, developing, restraining and bearing- profits and losses all on themselves.



Secondly, separating the functions of enterprises from that of the government. With
the delegation of foreign trade business running power, foreign trade enterprises
have got access to freer business. In 1992, the Ministry of Foreign Economic Rela -
tions and Trade issued ‘‘ The ;Temporary Regulation on Management of Export
Products’’ . The number of export items subject to quotas and license reduced
52%. The government also removed import adjustment tax, lowered twice custom
duties with their overall level reduced 7.3%. In order to speed up the transforming
of the enterprise management mechanism, the Ministry has laid down detailed
rules and regulations on transformation of management mechanism in foreigg trade
and economic cooperation enterprises, so as to promote our enterprises to switch
to the goal of socialist market economy mechanism.

At present, there are more than 4000 foreign trade and industnal-trade enter
prises in the country. Last year, over 100 comprehensive foreign trade corporations
at municipal and prefoctual levels were empowered to run import and export busi
ness; 100 scientific research institutions were empowered to run business with for

engage in foreign trade. With them all, plus numerous corporations for border and
focal trade, and 70000 joint ventures already in operation, a situation of ‘‘ ten thouw
sand horses galloping ahead’’ has emerged in China’s foreign trade. The 500 err
terprises announced today are fine representatives of the various foreign trade corpo
rations and the main force in China’s foreign trade. Of course, there are only a
$ow comprehensive joint ventures listed in the 500, and many large joint ventures
of marufacturing nature are not incduded, only because we will soon announce
'China’s top 500 joint ventures where they will certainly appear, thus a repetition
in statistics is unnecessary.

The new task confronting us is how to mount up a new step, making China
a real trade power as soon as possible. We should, through a few years of hard
work, hit a target of 200 billion US dollars for import and export volume by
1995, and therefore getting closer to the grand goal of ranking among world top
10 trade powers. In‘order to realize the new target, it is imperative first of all to
speed up legislation in foreign trade and economic cooperation, bring it into the
orbit of legalization. The socialist market economy is an economy governed by
law. At present, we have basically completed the draft of China’s foreign trade
law, we should strive to submit it at the earliest date to the Standing Committee
of the National Peopie’s Congress ‘for approval. “ Counter Subsidy Law’’,
“ Anti-dumping Law’’ and other law bills are also under draft.

Secondly, we should lose no time to readjust composition of the export prod-
ucts. We should improve the quality and grading of the existing export products,
increase the share of machinery and electronics products and whole plants in ex
port products, and gradually increase the export of highrtech, high valueadded
products, pushing up the grade of our export products by a large step.

Thirdly, it is imperative to transform the management mechanism of the enter



prises, strengthen the competitive power of various foreign trade enterprises, in do-
mestic and overseas markets. We should promote the integration between industry
and trade, economic cooperation and trade, agriculture and trade, as well as tech-
nology and trade, so as to let them embark on the road of “grand economic
cooperation and trade’’ on the basis of unanimity in economic interesis. We
should initiate enterprise groups with an integration of trade and industry (science,
technology), enabling them to run business gradually in an industrial, grouping
and international way.

Fourthly, we should continue our strategy of “win by good quality’’ . We
should enhance the concept that ““ the quality of export products is the lifeline of
foreign trade’” . All the enterprises with power to engage in import and export busi-
ness must put the quality of export products in top priority. Everybody should act
. as a model in fighting false and no products of false and bad quality should pass
the border. '

Fifthly, we should further carry out the strategy of diversifying the exports mar-
kets.

While consolidating and developing the traditional markets, i.e. Japan, USA,
West Europe, and Hong Kong, we should exert more efforts to develop new mar
kets in Commonwealth of Independent States (C1.S.), East Furope. Asian courr
tries, Middle East, Latin America dnd Affica, etc. The enterprises should have a far
sighted view and perceive possible danger in time of tranquillity; and should de-
vote enough efforts and cost in developing new markets.

In this world today where the trial of strength in economic, scientific and
technological powers had to a considerable extent replaced the trial of strength in
military powers, the situation means both chance and chalienge to us. Any enfer
prise that ranked among the top 500 last year is not neccssarily sure to remain in
the list this year; likewise, those among the top 20 last year are also not sure for
this year. Therefore, all our enterprises should strive hard to expand their busi-
ness. They should be concerned to the increase in economic benefits on one hand,
and to the scale of export eamings all the time on the other. It is my sincere hope
that, at this time next year, those who are in the list of top 500 will have
mounted a new stage; while others who are not i the list this year will strive
hard to vie for a place in the list at an early date. Let us lose no chance and meet
the challenge, work hard for China’ s early entry into the world top 10 trading
powers, so as to make even greater contributions to the construction of four .
modernizations in our country.
