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Abstract

Intellectually moral education 1s just a variety of knowl-
edge-based, cogitated and intellectualized education. On one
hand, intellectually moral education abstracts morality or one of its
latitudes out of the human beings” whole morality and entire life,
and makes it a task-based and objective *scholarship research
field ” . This kind of intellectually moral education is not moral
education, but a drill of “any skills of morality study” . On the
other hand, intellectually moral education eliminates moral educa-
tion from the composition of education in multiple latitudes and
made modern education curtail into a composition of pure intellec-
tuality. On both hands, intellectually moral education signs the
tendency of intellectual thinking logic.

To a great degree or in essence, modermn moral educalion is
intellectually moral education. The social roots of intellectualiza-
tion of modern moral education lie in: firstly that modern society.

is the society of logos and unbalanced values. because with the



attainment of great success by science and with the decrease of re-
ligion beliefs in modern society. the ancient Greek tradition of ra-
tionalism has been defeating all the wav from victory to victory and
driving any beliefs hide from nowhere; Secondly that modern soci-
ety is also a society of stirring huge waves of scientism and many
people believe at the bottoms of their hearts that the world can be
expressed by a simple mathematics formula with no exception of
morals; Lastly that, 1o a great degree, modemn technologies have
completed the construction of modern society and men, all the
latitudes of education and moral education. which are not accorded
with technologization or Mcdonaldization, have eliminated or re-
constructed. Simultaneously, the formation of intellectually moral
education is closely related with the two kinds of modern social
ideologies and multiple cultures.

Although it exceeds divinity moral education, intellectually
moral education, or the intellectualization of moral education, is
one of the basic reasons why modemn moral education is plunged
into dilemma. Intellectually moral education has split the whole
unity, the structure of contents and forms of morality, the unity of
recognition and emotion, the unity of cognition and action of
morals, and so split its association, like flesh and blood, with
life. The intellectually moral education’s operating logos to be for
split and to be intellectual have made modern moral education go
into the tangled dilemma of abstraction and vanity. Moral studies
and practices with their surface vigor have actually been in inva-

lidity, and even go to the other extreme. Many researchers have



realized the problems of iniellectually moral education, rendered
some theory patterns of moral education exceeding intellectually
moral education, such as personality education, the theorv of ac-
tivity moral education. the theory of emotion education, the views
of esthetic moral education. ete. . Although they have overcome
some aspects of the problems of intellectually moral education.
those theory patterns have not exceeded intellectually moral educa-
tion in all aspects because of their own tradition and the inertia of
intellectual thoughts.

Life moral education exceeds intellectually moral education in
all aspects. The presentation of life moral education 1s based on
the understanding of the unity relationship of life and morals. Man
is the whole moral being. being of morals and Man is of unity,

“and human being iz their course of actusl life. ~ Morals are
the inner logos or regulations for life, life cannot live without
morals, and neither can morals go away {rom among lives. Life
moral education can be stated in brief: morals must be learned by
living a moral life. 1n concrete, life moral education goes from
life, in life and for life. b vperation, life moral education focuses
not only everyday school life: stressing on the moral function for
schools to be a communily and the significance of non-systematic:.
everyday social relationship and interaction. but also non-evervday
life: putting emphases on systematic life and moral education in
learning life. With a mention, life moral education is not confined
in the narrow space of scheols, but advocated to be life long moral

education conformed with time and space of hemgs’ life.
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
