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Generally speaking, economics is a science studying economic
activities in human society, its fundamental characteristics, internal
relationship and general laws. Economic activities in human society
is characterized by integration of absoluteness and relativity, time
and space, which internally makes economics and its development
characterized by integration of absoluteness and relativity, time and
space. It makes historical economics and practical economics act as
economics of relativity of time and space, that is to say, relativity of
time and space characterize economics and its development.

In the study and application of economics in history and reality,
relativity of time and space of economics and its development is often
ignored, in another word, absolutes economics. By applying idea
and method of relativity of time and space interpreting economics
and its development, helps us know deeply fundamental characteris-
tics and quintessence of economics, understand its inheritance and
creation, disintegration and integration, master the relationship be-
tween economics and practical economic activities, research eco-
nomics in knowledge economy’s times and Chinese economics.

Conception of time and space in this dissertation is of social
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meaning, conception of time mainly puts emphasis on historical and
stage meaning of phenomenon of social economy, and conception of
space puts emphasis on its position meaning and structure meaning.
This dissertation interprets economics and its development by using
idea and method of relativity of time and space, which is to master
generally expression form of economics and its development based on
conception of social time and space, relativity of time and space.

The basic theme: economics relativity of time and space, eco-
nomics with relativity of time and space, this means that author not
only discusses relativity of time and space of economics and its devel-
opment, but also interprets economics and its development by using
idea and method of relativity of time and space.

The basic viewpoints: relativity of time and space is not only
basic characteristics of economics and its development, but also is a
thinking mode of economics, a basic method of analyzing economics,
an idea of appraising economics, which includes development charac-
teristics of its combination of inheritance and creation, disintegration
and integration, as a result, it becomes quintessence of understand-
ing economics.

The basic thought train: begins with some basic questions of
studying economics, going into this dissertation’s theme; based on
definition of time and space, revealing its basic ideas; further, grad-
ually analyzing relativity of time and space of economic actives (in-
cludes its subjects, system, process, operation and so on) which acts
as objects of economics study, relativity of time and space of eco-
nomics study (includes its subjects, angle, questions, conditions,

methods and so on), relativity of time and space of achievement of
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economics study (includes basic conception, basic presumption, ba-
sic principle, basic theory and so on), relativity of time and space of
economics development, on the whole brings to light relativity of e-
conomics and its development.

The creative ideas of this dissertation:

(1) advancing a thinking train of grasping generally basic char-
acteristics and quintessence of economics and its development based
on conception of social time and space, relativity of time and space;

(2) by applying the viewpoint and method of relativity of time
and space, analyzing systematically objects, subjects, angles, ques-
tions, conditions, methods, achievements, and analyzing systemati-
cally economics development

(3) advancing some creative ideas about activity — type study-
ing economics subject, conditions of economics study, methods of e-
conomics study, scarce conception, game conception, hypothesis of
economic person, hypothesis of competitive efficiency, resources op-
timization, value, surplus and its distribution, regional economic
different protection, absolute control and relative control of state —
owned capital in contacted enterprises, enterpriser’ s status, some
contradiction in west economics, scientific nature of economics;

(4) based on relativity of time and space, advancing an unique
opinions about economics in times of Knowledge — economy and Chi-

nese economics.
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
