Oxford English-Chinese Reader’s Dictionary is designed for use by Chinese
learners of the English language. It sets out to help students who have
completed an elementary Course to read books written in everyday English, to
write straight-forward. idiomatic compositions. and to converse naturally.

With this special purpose in view the dictionary defines words in the simplest
English terms that are consistent with accuracy and gives particular attention
to the usage of structural words. A complete Chinese translation of the
definitions and illustrative examples is also provided so that Chinese students
can readily understand the meaning of words and phrases and how to use them
correctly.

The compilers have had continually before them the needs of the students
whom they wish to serve. They have striven always to be mindful of how
much—or how little—these students know. They have had to bear in mind,
also, the limits of length that the Publisher fixed in order to publish the
dictionary at a price in keeping with its grade.

In this edition the phonetic transcriptions conform to the latest system of the
International Phonetic Association; the headwords have been syllabified; the
entries generally have been re-examined, and have been improved and
amplified wherever desirable. Structural and other high-frequency words have
now been treated more fully.

The proper use of a dictionary requires care and patience. If the definition of a
word is not at first clearly understood, the user should turn up the entries of the
words used in that definition, in order to make certain that he knows what they
mean. If used in this manner an English dictionary will extend and improve the
student’s knowledge of the language far beyond the range of his textbooks.

When a word has several senses, the detinition of each is numbered. The
student must decide for himself, by referring to the sentence in which the word
appears, which definition fits that sentence best.

When a word used in a definition has more than one meaning, a number in
brackets after the word indicates the particular meaning used in that definition.
Thus, under pay the verb discharge (4) is used for the definition of pay sb. off.
The figure (4) indicates that the sensc of discharge here is that given in the
definition so numbered.

When a headword has several quite unrelated meanings, each one is shown
by a raised number printed in front of the headword and given a separate entry.

When a word or words are printed in italic type as a part of the definition, this
indicates the construction to be used. Thus, under the entry for persuade, the
italic type shows the possible constructions persuade somebod y to do something,
persuade somebody of the truth, importance. etc., of something, and persuade
somebody that something is true.

The entries (-bb-), (-dd-), (-ag-). (-mm-), (-nn-), (-Il-), (-rr-), and (-tt-), indicate
a doubling of the consonant in the past tense, etc., of certain verbs, and in the
comparative and superlative forms of some adjectives, as in rob, rohbed;
beg, begging; big, bigger, biggest.

Headwords arc divided into syllables by dots. These show where a hyphen can
be put when a word has to be split at the end of a line; but a word should not be
split if either part of it would be less than one syllable of two letters. For
example, ob-scure. glad-ly. can be split. but not a-bly. jump-y. A syllable
whether it is part of 2 word or a whole word should not be split.
