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Chapter VI : world war I and Education Reform of China
1920s was the time of foundation of Chinese new education.
FEuropean war had produced important influence for this also.
Postwar world countries started education reform by the lessons
of European war tragedy. Anti—intellectualism, mechanical
educational methods and mono —scientist doctrine in prewar
educational thought were considered as the source of war and
got blame, raising humanism and intellectualism, emphasis
traditional culture, to avoid disaster occuring again were the
basic thoughts of reform. In 1920s, the educational reform of
China was mostly the result of many Chinese educationalists
going to West to investigate, so, above-mentioned thoughts
were absorbed by Chinese educational reform. Additionally, in
the war, the role of common people lifted more importance ,
so it promoted and developed civil rights, especially women” s
right; the war and postwar recovery need common people to
have higher scientific cultural quality , this promoted the
populary of common people education, woman education,and
occupation education.  Also this had become the important
composition part of Chinese educational reform in the May 4th
period.
