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FOREWORD

Being appreciated and assisted by Mr. Wang Daohan, the Mayor of Shang-
hai, the prominent lawyers of Shanghai and New York, together with the enter-
prisers of the two cities have agreed that a preliminary committee should be
established respectively in Shanghai and New York, to prepare for the calling
of three seminars to discuss the International Economic Law.

The first seminar of the International Economic Law Shanghai Conference
on International Transfer of Technology had been held in Shanghai, from the
23rd to 27th February, 1984, on which the topics of technology transfer were
discussed. The delegates from America were professors in the fields of Interna-
tional Economic Transactions, Patent Lawyers and Legal Advisors of leading
enterprises and other staffs of high rank. On the Chinese side, there were pro-
fessors and experts and staffs from the Legal circle as well as the Foreign economic
relations and circles.

On the meeting, the delegates from both sides, Shanghai and New York, had
exchanged their opinions extensively on the legal system of International Tech-
nology Transfer, eighteen treatises from both countries have now been compiled
and published. In this volume, its chief contents are fourteen treatises covering
Technology Development, Overviews of the U.S. Law and Policy of Commer-
cialization and Protection of Technology, Rules and Regulations on Trade Mark,
and the High Technology, Petroleum Chemical Engineering, Equipments on
Electrical and Mechanical Engineering, Pharmaceutic and Agricultural Chemistry,
Consumer Goods, and those regulatory statutes affecting the transfer of tech-
nology, such as the Control of Exports and the Anti-trust Act, the Resolution
of its Disputes and the International Protection System; and the four papers
from the delegates of our country consist of the introducing in the policy and
laws of the Chinese Government relating the Acquisition of the Foreign Tech-
nology and the Protective Measures on Patents and Trade Marks from different
points of view, and at the same time, the Key Clauses of the said Agreement
which have been explained in our viewpoints.

We earnestly hope that through the introduction of Sino-American Law on
Foreign Economic Relations and Trade will greatly expand the economic ¢o-
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operation and the interchange of technology between us as well,
We hereby express our heartfelt thanks to our American friends and col-

leagues, and to those who have participated and assisted in making this volume
published.
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
