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Preface

A Practical Course of Chinese Conversation, in four volu-
mes, is a textbook designed for learners of Chinese as a foreign
language. It lays emphasis on the training of both the under-
standing -of the language and oral ability, while not neglecting
the general knowledge of the Chinese language. This book
(Volume 1) can be used for beginners either as classroom tea-
ching material or a teach-yourself textbook. By the end of this
book, the reader is expected to have mastered the basics of
Chinese pronunciation, as well as a vocabulary of approximately
500 words and some simple sentence patterns. In addition, the
reader will also be able to conduct simple conversations about
daily life. The reader will thus have laid the foundation for
further Chinese studies.

The contents of the book centre around various aspects of

a foreign visitor’s daily life in China. The vocabulary and the

sentence patterns in the book are practical and useful and car.
be used in everyday situations. With a view to effective tea
ching, the contents and the language points in the book proceed
step by step from the easy to the difficult.

This book is made up of 25 lessons and each lesson consists
of a text, a word list, notes and exercises. The texts appear,
with illustrations, in the form of situational dialogues. Accom-
panied with the texts, new words and notes are English and
Japanese translations. Besides, the tapes of the book in Chinese

are also available.

Because of the limited time and inadequate experience, there



may well be some errors in the book. However, we sincerely
welcome criticisims and suggestions from our readers.
