International students are required to demonstrate that they have sufficient personal, family, or sponsor —
based financial resources to enable the student to meet the costs of tuition, fees, supplies, and living expenses
for nine months. An original bank statement or other acceptable documentation is required , showing the liquid
assets available. A letter of support from the person owning the assets, indicating the amount available to the
student, is also required. In the case of support by a government agency, the applicant must provide an origi-
nal letter from the sponsoring agency which indicates the amount of funding which will be available and the
specified length of time. When these documents have been declared acceptable, the appropriate form will be
issued by RIT.

SCHOLARSHIP ASSISTANCE

Scholarship aid for undergraduate international students is very limited. It is awarded on the basis of the
student’s past academic performance, in competition with other international applicants. The maximum schol-
arship amount is US $ 5,000. International students must prove that at least US $ 18,000 is available for their
support before they will be considered for admission. They must also indicate the amount that will be avail-
able for their support after the first year of study. Only those who can certify that they have the minimum
available should consider applying for admission at the undergraduate level. Since many undergraduate appli-
cants do not present an academic record strong enough to receive an academic scholarship, applicants are
strongly encouraged to show that they have sufficient resources to cover the full anticipated costs of attending
RIT (estimated to be US$ 23, 500 in 1996—97).
