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FINAL ACT
OF THE CONFERENCE OF PARTIES TO THE
INTERNATIONAL CONVENTION ON STANDARDS
OF TRAINING ,CERTIFICATION AND WATCHKEEPING
FOR SEAFARERS,1978

1 Pursuant to the decision of Parties to the International Convention on
Standards of Training. Certification and Watchkeeping for Seafarers
(STCW),1878.made during the sixty-second session (24 to 28 May 1993)of
the Maritime Safety Committee of the International Maritime Organization
(IMO}and subsequent decisions by IMO’S Council at its seventieth session
and the Assembly at its eighteenth session and,in accordance with article
X3 (1)(b) of the said International Convention,a Conference of Parties to
the International Convention on Standards of Training, Certification and
Watchkeeping for Seafarers,1378,was convened,in consultation with the Di-
rector-General of the International Labour Office, to consider and adopt
amendments to the annex to the 1978 STCW Convention and an associated
Seafarers’ Training,Certification and Watchkeeping (STCW) Code.

2 Upon the invitation of the International Maritime Organization, the
Conference was held in London from 26 June to 7 July 1995.
