Teachers need to be aware of the emotional, intellectual, and physical changes that young adults
experience. And they also need to give serious 21  to how they can best 22 such changes. Growing
bodies need movement and __ 23 , but not just in ways that emphasize competition. _ 24 they are
adjusting to their new bodies and a whole host of new intellectual and emotional challenges, teenagers are
especially self-conscious and need the _ 25 that comes from achieving success and knowing that their
accomplishments are 26 by others.

Comparisons were drawn between the development of television in the 20th century and the diffusion of
printing in the 15th and 16th centuries. Yet much had happened 21 . As was discussed before, it was not
_ 22 the 19th century that the newspaper became the dominant pre-electronic _ 23 following in the
wake of the pamphlet and the book and in the _ 24  of the periodical. It was during the same time that the
communications revolution _ 25 up, beginning with transport, the railway, and leading 26 through the
telegraph, the telephone, radio, and motion pictures 27  the 20th century world of the motor car and the
airplane.
