Each society has attached symbolic value to different foods.
These symbolizations define what may or may not be eaten and what
is desirable to eat at different times and in different places. In most
cases, such cultural values bear little relationship to nutritive fac-
tors. As a result, they often seem difficult to explain. Moreover,
dietary customs and laws are resistant to rational argument and
change. For example, experts from health and nutritional agencies
find it difficult to persuade mothers to give cow’s milk to children in
societies in which it is looked upon as undesirable. Such customs and
laws also prevent people from adopting alternative food during peri-
ods of shortage. During and after World War [, some Indians re-

fused to eat Western wheat and rioted and died rather than accept it.
