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Abstract

Neosensualist school is a small school in China’s new literature
history. It has been left out in the cold for decades due to individual,
social and some other reasons. In recent years, with the emancipation
of the mind, individual writers and their writings have been studied
thoroughly in the academic field. Nevertheless, macrostudy has not
been done to the features of the school up to the present. This paper
has a specific inquiry into the process of the occurrence, development
and decline of this school and reasons for these based on the experience
and achievements of previous writers in this field. It also comments on
the spiritual development of the characters in the writings. Further-
more, this paper make a probe into the fixed position and contribution
on the background of Chinese modern metropolis literature, having a
more detailed analysis of the school’s native soil, traditional complex
and the effect of the mental individuality, family background and the
experience of the leading writers of this school on their writings. Be-
sides, some frontier writers have also been examined, so has the study
of this school in recent seventy and more years both at home and

abroad.
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
