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Geographical Features

Weifang is situated on the southern coast of the
Laizhou Bay in the middle of Shandong Peninsula. It
has Yantai and Qingdao to the east, Zibo and
Dongying to the west, bordering on the Yimeng
Mountain to the south and Laizhou Bay to the north.

It covers an area of more than 17, 300 skm and has a
population of 7.88millions. Weifang’ slandscape is char—
acterized by mountains and hills in the northern part
and plains in the south. It is criss-crossed by over a
hundred rivers with Wei River, Ni River, Dagu River,
Wen River and Bailang River among the largest.

Weifang City consists of three urban districts of
Weicheng, Fangzi and Hanting and has, under its juris-
diction, eight counties, namely Shouguang , Linqu,
Changle, Angiu, Changyi, Zhucheng, Gaomi, Wulian
and Qingzhou City. With the Qingdao-Jinan railway
running across the area from east to west, air transpor-
tation being fast developed and a well-developed
highway system, Weifang constitutes an important hub
of communications to the hintland of Shandong Pro -
vince.

Weifang is endowed with a fertile land and has a
mild weather. Its average annual temperature is 11.5 °
C-12.5 C and the precipitation is 700mm in a year.It
has a frost-free period of 200 days. All these factors
help to bring Weifang favourable conditions for the
development of agriculture, forestry,animal husbandry,
sideline occupation and fishery, making Weifang one of
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the major grain and cash crops producers in Shandong
Province.

History in Brief

Along the Bailang River in the vicinity of the old
city, there are a number of historical culture sites of
Dawenkou Culture and Longshan Culture, showing the
long history of Weifang.During the Xia period, a state
named Han was founded there. In the Han Dynasty, it
came under the administration of Béihai Prefecture. In
the Song. it was changed into Wei Prefecture. Under
the Reign of Emperor Hong Wu in the Ming, it was
named Wei County. In 1949, a municipal administra-.
tion was established between the county seat of
Weixian and Fangzi Township.

Weifang has long been famous for its handicraft
industry in the Chinese history and holds an equal
position with Suzhou, the famous arts and crafts centre
in South China.Weifang carpets and rugs, embroidery,
traditional Chinese paintings, kites, reproduction of
bronze work of art, fruitstone carvings and cloth toys
all carry the distinct style of local arts. The wood block
New Year pictures produced in Yangjiapu of Weixian
County are as well known as those made in
Yangliuqing (Tianjin)and Taohuawu (Suzhou), giving
Weifang the fame as one of the three biggest festival
pictures centres in China.
