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ABSTRACT

This dissertation looks into the changes of the post—
Cold War state securityconcept from security philosophy.
The author makes a detailed study of the basic causes and
content of changes in the state security concept and the
adjustments of military strategic thinking. and tries to set
up a theoretical framework of China’ s state security
concept for the 21st century.

In Chapter one, the author firstly defines the state
security concept, then traces the hisrorical evolution and
development of state security concept, and analysises the
economic globalization and its impact on the state security
concept.

In Chapter two, the author probes into general
causes of the developments of state security concept after
Cold War. These causes include the changes of the
majorthemes of the era, the transition of international
power structure, the quickening step of economic
globalization, the rapid progress in information

technology. an dthe changes in the country’ s internal



affairs.

In Chapter three, the author points out that the state
security concept hasundergone a series of important
changes in the post —Cold War era. Firstly, the security
interest concept highlights the development security while
pays attention to survival security. Secondly, the security
threat concept stresses indefinite threats and still
emphasizes definite ones. Thirdly, the security value
concepttransforms from ideology to common interests.
Forthly, the security strategic concept shifts from
military security to comprehensive security. At last, in
respect of the benefit concept, the world major countries
try to improve the comprehensive security benefit.

In Chapter four, the author holds that the political
purpose of military strategic thinking has been
strengthened, its content extends to
nontraditionalmilitary threats, its core transforms to
mastery of information and the style of antagonism
changes into asymmetry. Also, the systematicness,
flexibility andfarsightedness of military strategic thinking
has been strengthening continuously. After offering an
analysis of the military strategic thinking as a whole, the
author sums up the adjustments of world major countries
in their post —Cold War military strategic thinking.

In Chapter five, the author briefly reviews the

development of China’ s statesecurity concepl, puts
emphasis on summing up the main content of China’s
state security concept after Cold War, then points out its
important value {for safeguarding world peace and

promoting international security.
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
