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ABSTRACT

This is a book which overtumns traditional aesthetics and creates
Skepticism Aesthetics. It not only radically via the tool of skepticism
destructs traditional aesthetics which was influenced by traditional
metaphysics, but also finds its own language and establishes its logical
construction by introspective judgment and inaginary poetic understand-
ing. Thus a unique aesthetics theory comes into being.

Beginning with “Silence”, Skepticism Aesthetics establishes its
methodology logically, negating against illusory consciousness in aes-
thetics and the epoche against many a priori premises. The trace of the
unity between history and logic of skepticism philosophy establishes
framework for this unique theory. The critical inquiries of traditional
aesthetics enables Skepticism Aesthetics to become to a new theory by
which one clarifies the logical difference between beauty and signifi-
cance or emotion or truth, etc. It defines the nihilistic poetic existence
of beauty and its content which abounds with wisdom, in addition ex-
ploring possible relationship of beauty and myth.

Skepticism Aesthetics follows the introspective questions of beau-
ty, thus logically turning to art critique. First, it shows us its epoche
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to traditional western art theory and presents the concept of “art is an
ego-camouflage” , which defines the dual epoche of reality and truth.
Second, it not only narrates the difference between classic art and mod-
em art by showing the paradox of art and beauty, but also it enlightens
the aesthetics relation between art and form as well as art and death. In
the end, Skepticism Aesthetics researches and clarifies some vital
propositions related to art, and gives concems for and anticipations

about the future of art.
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
