Candidates often achieve a lower score than expected in this component of the
IELTS exam, because they spend too much time on some sections and do not
finish the test. It is very important to attempt to finish the test. You will not
have time to read the passages; instead, you should work out what the question
requires and find the answer as quickly as possible.

Candidates often find it difficult to leave a question that you cannot answer.
This is understandable, but in the IELTS it is disastrous. While you are not
answering a difficult question you could be answering two or three, or even more,
easier ones. Then you can come back to those you have left blank afterwards.
