Preface

A few days ago in the Museum of
Chinese History I had visited the gate
pier exhibition prepared by Japanese
friend Mr. Iwamoto and deeply moved
by his ardent love for our architecture
and such a not so noticeable small
building component. And then it was
with a sense of relief and satisfaction
that | found unexpectedly that at my
side there is also a person who sets his
mind on investigating and studying the
gate piers. He is Mr. Yu Runqi--a
researcher of Modern Literary Center
of China.

Photographs taked by Mr. Yu are
exceedingly difficult to find at present,
giving us a perceptive and sensitive
account of life at ancient time and
lefting us a treasure part of the rich
heritage of the old China.

Mr. Yu was bomn in Beijing and has
been working hard on literature but he
had become obsessed with efforts to
photograph the gate piers. While I was
not born in Beijing [ have lived here
for the past half century. Ancient
architecture is my lifework but I have
not make a thorough study on that
peculiar component. [ love literature

too. It seems that the two fields

communicate with each other, since we

feel like old friends at the first meeting
and agree with each other.

[ acquainted with some experts
whose careers are varicolored
tapestries woven of threads from the
skeins of high-tech, literature, art and
other affairs and therefore made
remarkable achievements.

Mr. Yu made greater contributions
to preservation of cuiture and historical
relics. It is hoped that the publication
